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Applicability


Think!  Does the study seem to explain any real life events or experiences? Has the study been used to improve quality of life or outcomes for society in any way?





Ethics


Think!  Informed consent, other types of consent, deception, protection from physical and psychological harm, right to withdraw, right to withhold data, debriefing, confidentiality, privacy, respect, responsibility, competence, integrity, cost-benefit analysis, ethics committees, BPS code of conduct








Validity


Think!  Is the method/design valid, i.e. could you be measuring the impact of anything else other that what you set out to measure? Operationalisation, confounding variables, order effects, participant variables, situational variables, social desirability, evaluation apprehension, demand characteristics, investigator effects, participant reactivity, ecological validity (is the task and the environment natural for the Pps?), predictive validity, extrapolation, anthropomorphism, etic/emic approaches; beta bias, alpha bias





Reliability


Think!  Consistent, replicable, standardised procedure, control, inter-observer reliability, coding of the data (quan and qual), does each pp have exact same experience? 





Generalisability


Think!  Participants, sample, target population, representative, sampling technique, sample size, participant characteristics, androcentric, ethnocentric,
