Comparing explanations of gender 

Psychodynamic and biological approach
The explanantions of gender provided by the psychodynamic approach and the biological approach are similar because they both focus on inborn characteristics; the biological explanations says that gender differences are a product of hormonal and brain differences which are determined by our chromosomes differences as males and females while the psychodynamic explanation centres on external genitalia in the concepts of castration anxiety and penis envy which are integral to the oedipus and electra concepts.
The explanantions of gender provided by the psychodynamic approach and the biological approach are similar because they have both used case study evidence as support, for example while Freud collected qualitative data directly from his clinical practice with adult patients, the biological approach has also been supported by detailed case studies and testimonies such as that of David Reimer.

The explanantions of gender provided by the psychodynamic approach and the biological approach are different because the biological explanantions relating to hormone and brain differences is much easier to test scientifically using technology such as brain scanning and this makes the theory more credible than that of the psychodynamic approach in which concepts are difficult to measure, which has resulted in less supporting empirical evidence.

The explanantions of gender provided by the psychodynamic approach and the biological approach are different in that the psychodynamic explanation suggests that gender identity is acquired as a result of the Oedipus/Electra complexes, which occur at the end of the phallic stage (5/6) whereas the biological explanation suggests that gender is assigned at birth and implies that gender differences may be apparent immediately.
The explanantions of gender provided by the psychodynamic approach and the biological approach are different in that the psychodynamic explanation cannot account for similarities in gender identity of children raised across cultures with differing experiences of child raising and families which are not made up of a child and two heterosexual parents whereas the biological account can account for such similarities as experiences within the social and cultural environment are not considered t such an extent.
