Facts...


Born: 6 May, 1856, born in Moravia (old part of Czech republic)


Religion: Jewish


Father: Wool merchant; already grandfather when Freud born


Mother: 20 years younger than father; Sigmund first of 8 children


Moved: to Vienna when Freud was 4


Society: anti-semitism and sexual hypocrisy


Training: med school, specialised in histology (cells and tissue) and neurophysiology (the nervous system)


Career; hard to progress as Jewish scientist; retrained in clinical medicine and went into private practice


Career: psychiatry and neuropathology


Specialist interests: hysteric symptoms


Achievements: Developed the talking  cure-psychoanalysis


Prolific author: Many books, essays and articles


His work: hotly debated, lack of empirical evidence; controversial theories; though ridiculed and mocked, impact is immeasurable.


Moved to London: fled Nazi Europe in 1938; lived in Hampstead.


Died: 1939 of cancer of the jaw.
