	Britain; Very low conformity amongst uni students; time of tolerance and self expression

Britain; young offenders with probation officers as the stooges: Higher conformity than uni students and similar to Asch

	Larsen (1974)


	Lower than Asch ; changing climate of option in America in the 1970s towards independence and criticism

	Larsen (1979)
	Similar to Asch in the 1950s

	Stang (1973)


	Found lower conformity in those participants with higher self esteem

	Williams and Sogon (1984)


	Used real friendship groups and prepped some of the friends as stooges; conformity was higher than Asch's original findings

	Abrams (1990)


	replicated  Asch paradigm but manipulated whether stooges were perceived as being on same course (psychology; in group) or different course (ancient history: out group); greater than Asch's 32% when seen as in group members
