	Bond & Smith (1996)

Conducted a meta-analysis of 133 conformity studies using an Asch-type line judgment task from 17 countries. They found the cultural dimension of individualism-collectivism was significantly related to conformity. Collectivist cultures (e.g. Africa & Asia) tended to show higher levels of conformity than individualist cultures (e.g. Britain and United States of America). 



	Neto (1995)

Investigated conformity using female psychology students in a Portuguese university. 59% conformed at least once and the participants reported considerable distress as a result of group pressure.




	Perrin and Spencer (1980)

Conducted an exact replication of Asch with British university students studying engineering, maths and chemistry and found very low levels of conformity, (a naïve Pps conformed only once in 396 trials!) concluded this was due to the values of tolerance and self-expression which charactersised this era

They also investigated British young offenders and used their probation officers as the stooges. They found a higher conformity rate than they did with the university students and the level was similar to Asch’s original findings.



	Larsen (1974)

Found a lower rate of conformity than Asch; changing climate of opinion in America in the 1970s towards independence and criticism; but when replicated in 1979 found a rate which was similar to Asch.



	Mori and Arai (2010)

Replicated Asch with a new technological twist (see sheet), the findings for Japanese women closely matched Asch’s findings, the naive participants conformed 4.41 times out of 12 key trials (compared with 3.44 times in the original). However, the Japanese male participants were not swayed by the majority view.



	Tanford and Penrod (1986)

Designed an experiment where 6 person juries watched video tapes of a trial being re-enacted. The jurors voted immediately after the trial before any discussion and then after they had talked about it; results showed that after the discussions the view first held by the majority always prevailed if originally only one person had disagreed. In only 7% of cases did a minority of more than one actually manage to persuade the majority to change its opinion.




	Abrams (1990)

Replicated Asch but altered whether the confederates were thought to be on same course as the participants (psychology; therefore, “in group”) or a different course (ancient history: therefore “out group”); when confederates were believed to be ingroup members the conformity rate was greater than Asch’s 36.8% finding.



	Mullen et al (1990)

Observed the amount of jaywalking (reckless/illegal crossing of the road) can be reduced by having non-jaywalking people around of high status, for example wearing suits.
